WALES SPATIAL PLAN UPDATE 2008
The Holyhead Forward Board has agreed that comments would be prepared and submitted on behalf of the partnership, which is concerned with the regeneration of the town. A copy of the ten-year Holyhead Forward regeneration strategy can be downloaded from our website www.holyheadforward.com
The draft document is well written and covers the main issues one would expect. We welcome the recognition in the North West Wales Section of Holyhead’s role and needs in terms of :-

· Maximising Holyhead’s role as a key international gateway

· Designation as a key growth settlement / hub

· The Waterfront and Marina

· The Parc Cybi strategic site & other infrastructure requirements
· The Cruise Ship sector and new berth
· Transport Infrastructure improvements

We have the following specific comments in relation to Holyhead’s treatment in the North West Wales section :-

Spatial Plan Diagram

The designations for Holyhead should also include the Townscape Heritage Initiative symbol to reflect the HLF’s approval of a THI for Holyhead town centre, and its status as a “hub”.
Hub Status

The “Hub” designation has led to some confusion and this needs to be carefully reconsidered. 
We are concerned that the current proposal may be improperly used to influence key decisions. Holyhead’s size and strategic importance is clearly greater than many of the small towns / large villages which are shown as being within several “primary hubs”. We strongly feel that Holyhead should logically be designated as a “Primary Hub”. 
Anglesey Aluminium

The document refers to the closure of Wylfa, but it should also refer to the well recognised potential risk of Anglesey Aluminium closing, which would have a greater and more immediate economic impact on the region. 
Holyhead Breakwater
The draft refers to the Colwyn Bay Coastal Defence plans, and should also refer to the plans to strengthen and improve the Holyhead Breakwater, as a key strategic maritime/coastal protection structure.

Town Centres 
The draft does not appear to give much recognition to the importance and needs of existing town centres, and this should be rectified. 
Regeneration Areas

The map designation of Holyhead is welcomed, and should be explained in the text.

Townscape Heritage

The draft shows THI areas on the map (to include Holyhead), and should also refer to them in the text, in the same section as refers to walled towns.

Social and Economic Deprivation / Community Regeneration
Given the Assembly’s stated wish to more closely integrate physical with social / community regeneration, these issues would benefit from more attention in the text. 

Thank you for the opportunity to comment on the draft. We look forward to seeing the updated Spatial Plan.
