       REGENERATION BOARD BACKS     WATERFRONT IMPROVEMENT IDEAS
Proposals for major waterfront regeneration and marina expansion in Holyhead have been welcomed by the Holyhead Forward Board, set up to oversee the ten-year regeneration of the town.

Board members received a presentation from waterfront consultants Royal Haskoning on their initial recommendations for the town’s extensive, but mainly undeveloped waterfront area. A key proposal by the company is that the existing Newry Beach promenade is improved and extended up to the Breakwater, which would also be subject to an improvement scheme. They also propose that the existing marina is expanded significantly, with associated onshore developments, to include housing, marine-related business, leisure, and tourism facilities. The aim would be to make the area into a major new destination and amenity area for local people and tourists alike.
Said John Vercoe, Senior Regeneration Consultant for Royal Haskoning :-

“Holyhead’s large sheltered harbour clearly has capacity for greater levels of recreation activity, including expanded marina provision, and we see this as a major opportunity to bring new leisure-related investment, and corresponding economic uplift, to the town. The area around Soldier’s Point has recently been subject to various different piecemeal development proposals, and we are recommending that it is far preferable to have one overall well- planned scheme for the area. Only in this way will it be possible to maximise public and community gain. We are pleased that the Board are supportive of this concept, and will now be preparing plans and images for exhibition and public consultation”.

Royal Haskoning have been appointed by Anglesey County Council, Stena Ports, and the Welsh Assembly Government to prepare a Holyhead Waterfront Masterplan. The current marina in Holyhead has around 200 berths, and has planning consent for some 450. The marina in Holyhead’s prosperous Irish “twin-town” Dun Laoghaire already has over 800 berths, with plans for many more.
Said Steve Jones, Independent Chair of the Holyhead Forward Board : “The Board welcomed the initial concepts of further marina development expansion, and the need for an overall waterfront regeneration plan for the Soldier’s Point area. The need to retain key public green space areas was emphasised, and agreed that there should be a full local consultation programme, including an exhibition of plans for the public to see and make their views”.

  SYNIADAU  I WELLA GLANNAU’R DREF
Mae awgrymiadau ar gyfer adfywio glannau Caergybi ac ehangu marina’r dref wedi eu cyflwyno i Fwrdd Caergybi Ymlaen, sy’n gyfrifol am edrych dros gynllun adfywio
deng-mlynedd y dref.
Derbyniodd aelodau o’r Bwrdd gyflwyniad gan ymghynghorwyr o gwmni Royal Haskoning ar eu syniadau ar gyfer ardaloedd glannau’r dref. Un awgrym allweddol oedd fod promenad Traeth Newry yn cael ei wella a’i ymestyn hyd at y Morglawdd, a fyddai hefyd yn cael ei wella a’i gryfhau.  Roeddynt hefyd yn awgrymu fod y marina yn cael ei ehangu yn sylweddol, gyda datbygiadau perthnasol ar y lan yn cynnwys tai, defnyddiau busnesau morol, hamdden, a cyfleusterau i ymwelwyr. Y bwriad fyddai gwneud yr ardal yn atyniad mawr ac adral hamddena i bobl leol ac ymwelwyr yn ogystal.  
Dywedodd John Vercoe, Uwch Ymgyhgorydd Adfywio i Royal Haskoning :-

“Mae’n amlwg fod harbwr cysgodol Caergybi yn ddigon mawr i ychwaneg o weithgareddau hamdden, yn cynnwys marina mwy, a rydym yn gweld hyn fel cyfle mawr i ddod a buddsoddiad newydd, a budd economaidd i’r dref. Mae’r ardal o gwmpas Penrhyn Milwr wedi bod yn destun nifer o gynlluniau gwahanol unigol yn ddiweddar, a rydym yn credu y byddai yn llawer iawn gwell i gael un cynllun cyfansawdd i’r ardal. Dim ond fel hyn y bydd yn bosib i gael buddiannau cyhoeddus a cymunedol llawn. Rydym yn falch fod y Bwrdd yn gefnogol i’r syniad yma, a byddwn rwan yn paratoi cynlluniau a lluniau ar gyfer ymgynghori ac arddangos cyhoeddus.”  
Mae Royal Haskoning wedi eu penodi gan Gyngor Sir Ynys Mon, Porthladdoedd Stena, a Llywodraeth y Cynulliad i baratoi Cynllun Glannau Caergybi. Mae marina presennol Caergybi efo tua 200 o lanfeydd, ac mae caniatad cynllunio am tua 450. Mae gan farina Dun Laoghaire, sef “gefeilldref” Gwyddelig Caergybi eisioes dros 800 o lanfeydd, gyda cynlluniau am fwy.  
Dywedodd Steve Jones, Cadeirydd Annibynnol Bwrdd Caergybi Ymlaen : “Roedd y Bwrdd yn croesawu’r syniad o ehangu’r marina, a’r angen am gynllun cyfansawdd ar gyfer ardal Penrhyn Milwr. Pwysleiswyd yr angen i warchod ardaloedd gwyrdd cyhoeddus allweddol, a cytunwyd y dylai fod yna raglen llawn o ymgynghori cyhoeddus, yn cynnwys arddangosfa o gynlluniau er mwyn i’r cyhoedd eu gweld a rhoi eu barn.”
